Gary Heck has a contract in hand 
for the use of Roberts Stadium for our 
Tire Rack Street Survival ® event.  The 
date is Saturday October 18th.  We’ve 
started a list of names for instructors and 
workers.  Lest we pay for everything we 
will need to find sponsors for the site 
rental, lunch, snacks, porta-potties and a 
tent.  If you can think of someone to 
approach about sponsoring one of these 
items please let someone on the Board 
know.  SCCA Regional Development 
Mike Dickerson is helping me put together 
the information for the media.  And in 
case you don’t know what a Street 
Survival event is here’s a recap courtesy 
of the SCCA website. 
 The Tire Rack  Street Survival ® 
Teen Driving School – Car control 
instruction designed to provide teen 

drivers with accident avoidance skills 
and knowledge. 
• The leading cause of death among 
13-19 year olds in the US is from a 
motor vehicle crash. 
• 62% of teenage passenger deaths 
in 2004 occurred in vehicles driven 
by another teenager.  
• Teenagers cause 2.5 million 
accidents per year. 
• In 2007 that resulted in over 6,000 
deaths of teens. 

If you have a teen driver at 
home or know someone who does, 
then those sobering statistics should 
be of concern. Recent and well 
publicized national stories have 
brought to light the tragedy of teen 
injury and death caused by traffic 
accidents. The stories often mention 
how the teen driver “lost control and 
over-corrected…” causing a tragic 
accident of some kind. 

Your local media most likely 
has reported on a similar story in the 
not-to-distant past, or you may know 
of a teen involved in such 
circumstances. 

To address this national 
issue, the Tire Rack Street 
Survival ® teen driving schools were 
developed by the BMW Car Club of 
America (BMW CCA) and the BMW 
CCA Foundation in 2002. The 
programs have expanded to most 
major communities and are now 
conducted as well by the Sports Car 
Club of America (SCCA) regions with 
support from the SCCA Foundation. 

That’s where we come in as 
a participating region and we’ll need 
help from everyone. 

The second autocross points 
event was held on Sunday June 8th 
at Mid-American Air Center and was 
a joint venture with the Southern 
Illinois region.  The two Bobs, 
Rehklau and Sonntag, mapped out a 
monster course that had only one car 
finishing in under a minute.  Lap 
times ranged from a 56.244 to 
131.997 with most runs in the high 
60-low 70 second range.  And that 
made for an awfully long day with the 
last runs finishing up just after 6:00 
PM.  However, I only heard one 
complaint about the time which 

means the other 25 drivers had a 
good time.  The course was so long 
that I was breathing hard at the end.  
I know, I know, just getting in my car 
makes me breath hard but this really 
worked me over.  64 seconds of 
intense driving will do that.  Bob 
Sonntag again was the fastest car on 
race tires while Tim Brown continued 
his dominance of the Street Tire 
class by besting the second place 
car by over 5 seconds.  Results 
should be in this newsletter as well 
as the points standings.  There will 
be another Southern Illinois-
Southern Indiana event in August. 

I met with George Smith, the 
new Owensboro Airport Manager, to 
discuss using the airport for an 
autocross this year and I was 
disappointed to learn he wanted 
$1500 to use it for a one day event.  
Perhaps I should have waited for the 
airport board to approach him before 
approaching him but at any rate we’ll 
not be holding an autocross there in 
the foreseeable future unless 
everyone wants to pay $60 to 
autocross.  That’s what it would take 
to cover the costs if we had to pay 
$1500 to use the site plus pay 
insurance and have some money left 
for the treasury to buy more supplies. 

Speaking of supplies Gary 
has ordered 80 new autocross 
cones.  We’ll cull 80 old cones out of 
our stock and give those to the 
WKYSIR.  That purchase will deplete 
our account by over $500 but think of 
all the bright orange cones that will 
be out there on the concrete just 
waiting to get run over! 

Don’t forget, registration for 
all events will be done on 
www.motorsportreg.com.  You will 
have to setup an account with them 
much like you had to do on 
myautoevents.com.  Once you are 
setup you can register for all our 
events.
