There was no driving involved, just educational sessions about cars. | called her and suggested we
partner in the common cause. We know we can do the hands on part so | asked for her help to get us 20 Teen drivers. She
agreed and has scheduled another classroom session on the last weekend of May. We will have a representative there to
speak to the parents and Teens about Street survival. The last part of the equation is a site and it looks like we will be getting
the Whirlpool parking lot. Dr. Jim Butler paved the way by approaching Debby Castrale, Human Resources and Employee
Relations Manager at Whirlpool, and asking her if we could use the lot. She said we could as long as we coordinate it with Rick
Toy the ABATE program manager. So before the Snow buster autocross this past Sunday | went over to the Whirlpool lot and
talked with Rick. He gave me a handful of dates when they would not be at the lot and then he showed me his area and asked
that we not mess up his paint lines. Now all I've got to do is confirm a date with Whirlpool and we’ll be ready to start planning
the school logistics. Tentatively the date is the last weekend of June which may mean moving an autocross date. I'll keep you
all informed through our email system.

On the Rally Cross front | talked with Tom Helfrich, owner and promoter of Tri-State Speedway in Haubstadt. He is all
for putting on a Rally Cross but not until his season is ended. He has some concern about dust and doesn’t want it to be an
annoyance to his neighbors. So he wants to prepare the course for us so it doesn'’t get dusty and doesn’t rut up. He and | will
talk more about it during the summer and we’ll get it on the calendar for the fall. We may also do an SCCA night where
displaying your membership card gets you a discount at the front gate. More on that soon.
