Next up were the annual competition awards.

When we get into the autocross season this year, in both the Open and Street Tire Divisions we will apply
class bumping rules. This will mean that instead of one first place trophy for all of those running in the Street
Tire Division, there will be one first place trophy — and the corresponding Berry points — for each class formed
by the bump within the Street Tire Division. Additional trophies and Berry points will be presented based on
the size of the bumped classes. The usual region rules about stopping the bump at the top of stock and street
prepared categories will still apply.

Though it was not the reason for the change to the Street Tire Division Berry points, hopefully the change will
still lead to more participation in the club’s rally program. Rally entrants and workers earn Berry points too.
This seems like a good point to mention that the thought crossed my mind that the rally school program could
be divided into sections and we could do a section after some of the membership meetings. Are you
interested? Last year, | did a Regional Rally Safety Steward (RRSS) program for the Western Kentucky
chapter. If you're in the Evansville or Owensboro area and interested in getting your RRSS license, you'll have
to let me know.

On RE Paul Dornburg's list of goals for us in 2010 is to get a larger portion of our region participating in
national-level autocrosses. | guess Terry Davis and | need more stories to share on autocross trips! Paul has
mentioned four events as good candidates.
