It is September and we are down to our last two
autocrosses. We are only mid-year as far as the
rally season goes. It looks like there may even be
a food rally this year to boot. Because we have our
act together, we were able to make the Mid-West
Muscle Car Challenge autocross a success in May.
In July too few of us managed to make the Bowler
Transmission “Day at the Strip” autocross a
success. Neither the autocross nor rally events are
very successful without the support and
participation of the club membership. In a word,
“help.” Too few are carrying too much of the load
at events.

Here's the deal. You've joined a club. You're a
part of it. You are not subscribed to an autocross
or rally service. Together we are able to put on well
run events. Do not always expect others to carry
the load for you. What happens when those that
have been carrying the extra load decide it's time
do less? Even if you're not able to heft pylons, tow
the club trailer, or spend the day in the sun, there is
surely a job you can manage or even on-site moral
support would be helpful. Participate. Participate
by just joining us at membership meetings.

If you are interested only in autocrossing, then
support our rally program through offering to work a
checkpoint. Try a rally — again. Just help swell the
crowd. There is a fair amount of effort and time in
working out a rally. It's just as much effort be there
three cars entered or fifteen. But, the rally is
SIGNIFICANTLY more fun for all with the larger
turnout.

When | think about the great club stories, most alll
of them are rally-based. There are few autocross
ones, but the vast majority of great stories involve
rallies...and it's not how well things went either! |
am certain that is because all should be able to do
equally well on any given rally. It is fun to think
back to a rally and realize that though you had
trouble counting to three, others had even more
trouble counting to three! Or then there are times
when right and left got complicated; fences
electrified; Flipp Brother Soil analysis jobs
accepted, etc.

If you are only interested in autocrossing then
goodness gracious you should be among those
there for set-up (or as early as you can manage)
and there to help with the clean up. It's standard
operating procedure for drivers to work when not
running. Thatis a given. In fact, at the Divisional
and Championship levels, one is disqualified for not

working when not running. Many regions operate
that way.

With our relatively small turnouts and large course
area, we need nearly every one helping with the
prep, the running of the event, and the post-event
clean-up. If you've been one to perpetually show
up, set up camp, run, work, run, work, and then
leave, it's time for a change. It's time for you to
help the rest of us. We need you to help get things
ready. We need you to help with the reloading of
the trailer. We would all like to be able to arrive as
late as possible and leave as early as possible.
Unfortunately all of the work must still be done.
Perhaps with everyone helping those finishing up
the last of the tasks won'’t be leaving so late.

At the next autocross...

- Please step up — without being asked — to
help with the course set-up.

- Take a turn with one of the blowers. (We
need to start blowing the course
ASAP...Think 9:33 A.M.)

- Help out with a broom.

- Offer to help with tech, registration, or the
insurance waiver.

- Help with the post-event activities — trailer
loading and doing the trash walk. Let
someone who worked set up get starting on
loading their own stuff.

- If you want to help but do not know what's
needed, ask. Ask me. Ask Paul. Spot a task
that needs to be done, and make it yours to
do.

At our next autocross we are implementing a
worker chief with check-in sheet. As of this writing
we do not expect that to be so detailed as to be
assigning corners. It will certainly be enough of a
list to make sure that all entrants are known to have
worked at least both heats.
