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August 2014 REport 
Greetings everyone and welcome to the August 2014 edition of the Pit Stop! I wanted to start my report with a few thoughts on something that’s been 
on my mind lately: autocross course design. However, Ben is telling me that because of three events worth of results, I have to keep this edition of the 
REport short and sweet.

Recent Events 
On June 24th, Jim Cannon hosted his first rally in several years. The rally, called “Left 6th Opp”, was our 3rd rally of the season. Six teams participated in 
the rally; two teams in Class A, three teams in Class B, and one team in the Guest Class. Low score of the day went to Class A from a visiting rally team 
from Wisconsin. One of the gentlemen on that team mentioned that he used to be on the national Road Rally Board...pretty cool! Even better, though, 
the low checkpoint score of the day went to Ernie and Sue Roales in Class B. They scored a natural 0 at checkpoint 1...Wow! We don’t see many zeros in a 
season, especially in Class B. Congratulations, Sue and Ernie! Even after finishing the first two legs with a score of +8, Team Roales, couldn’t hold off Sue 
and Jay Wolf. Congratulations, Team Wolf, on the Class B win! You will find the complete results of the rally later in this newsletter.  
 
On Sunday, July 13th, we held our 3rd autocross of the season at the Mid-American Air Center. I was the Event Marshall for the event. I attempted to 
include an optional route in my course design and even tested it in the Live for Speed simulator. Even though the alternate route was only a few 
hundredths slower in the virtual course, the real version didn’t offer the same experience. Everyone quickly figured out that the optional route wasn’t a 
good option. Oh well...back to the drawing board (and the simulator)! Rookie, John Memmer, continued his bid for a perfect season scoring another 1000 
points. John might be on his way to breaking a rookie record for autocross points. Also of note, last year’s autocross champion, Kenny Dilger, debuted 
his new Porsche Cayman S and finished the day in fourth place. Check out a map of the course and the complete results later in this issue.  
 
After a week off, we returned to Lawrenceville on Sunday, July 27th for autocross number four. Kevin Smalley was the Event Marshall for the event. As 
usual, he designed a great course. It featured a triple crossover and some really fast slaloms. Kevin’s event also saw the return of Paul Dornburg’s green 
Porsche. Paul and co-driver Terry Davis were still working out the kinks after the car’s long stint in the garage, but Paul managed to drive it to a second 
place finish. Top spot once again went to our rookie of the year candidate, John Memmer. Is anyone going to catch that White Mustang this season? 
Complete event results and a map of the course are included in this issue. 
 
Upcoming Events 
August started with Rally #4 of 7 on Sunday, August 3rd. The annual Ice Cream Rally hosted by Paul and Carolyn Dornburg in Owensboro as always was a 
great rally for beginners and veterans alike. 
 
The board meeting will be held on Tuesday, August 5th at the Townsquare Media offices in downtown Evansville. We’ll be starting around 6:30, and, as 
always, we encourage members to come and join the discussions. 
 
On Tuesday, August 12th, our member meeting will take place at The Log Inn (12491 County Road 2000 East, Haubstadt, IN). We’ll gather at 6:30 for 
dinner, and the meeting will start around 7:30.  We’ve got a great program planned for that evening as well. George Beckerman will be joining us to talk 
about the pro rallies he and his wife, Doris, used to run. 
 
I will be calling in the reservation for the Log Inn meeting on Saturday, August 9th. If you receive this newsletter before the 9th and want to join us on 
August 12th, please contact me directly as soon as possible. (see contact information below - email is the preferred method but a phone call is fine, too).  
 
On Sunday, August 17th we’ll be back at the Mid-American Air Center for our fifth autocross of the season. First time Event Marshal (and rookie 
sensation), John Memmer, will be designing the course. Based on the car he drives, I think we can guess what kind of course to expect. Better bring some 
horsepower! Let’s see if John can continue his perfect rookie season on his own course. 
 
One week later on Sunday, August 24th, we’ll have our fifth rally of the season. Jim Cannon will be 
the Rally Master for the event, but don’t expect the same course he offered in June. He’s got some 
changes planned to make it a unique experience. I missed his last rally so I’m really glad to get 
another opportunity to participate in one of Jim’s rallies this season. Don’t miss it!

Attendees: 
Matt Beasley, Regional Executive; Paul Blaylock, Activities Chairman;  Lora Blaylock, Secretary; Bob Sonntag, Advisor to the Board; Barry Schonberger, Assistant 
Regional Executive; Ben Davis, Pit Stop/Website; Terry Davis,  Paul Dornburg, John Memmer, members. 
 
Officer Reports: 
The minutes were accepted on motion and second. 
 
Cash on hand is down slightly from the prior month, following regular expenses.  Bob is looking into some open invoices from SCCA and will pay them as 
documentation is nailed down.  Two of the invoices are for Western Kentucky events, which they have attempted to pay for via credit card, but the charges have 
never shown up on the credit card bill. 
 
Dates and schedule openings were discussed.  The next date without an event marshall/rallymaster is Rally #5 on August 24.  Paul B will talk to likely candidates 
about filling this date. 
 
Via email, Mike Buente reported that the patch kit has been assembled.  Paul B will get the kit delivered to the trailer. 
 
PitStop is headed to the printer tomorrow.  Bob is still hoping for electronic access to old issues. 
 
Barry thanked the club on behalf of Junior Achievement for the use of the trailer, equipment, and volunteers.  The Grand Prix went very well. 
 
Matt reported that we have 107 members in good standing.  He will talk to Kevin Smalley about getting in touch with lesser-active folks prior to their renewal date.  
It was noted that the number of rookies is down.  Paul B is unable to access membership lists; Matt will help solve that problem. 
 
Old Business 
Terry is looking into a possible late fall autocross date at Roberts Park.  Discussion on a celebrity/rental car challenge event is tabled until a firm date at Roberts 
Park is available. 
 
After 3 autocrosses, it seems that we have plenty of working radios at this time.  The Dornburgs will keep an eye out for good buys. 
 
Paul B will inventory the trailer next week while it is still at Barry’s house.  If time allows, he will continue checking and refurbishing the timing cables.  John 
volunteered to take the trailer from Barry’s to MAAC late next week. 
 
New Business 
Matt will coordinate and call in a head count for the August meeting at the Log Inn.  There is a conflict with the October meeting date at Moonlite BBQ.  Paul D will 
check to see if Old Hickory (also in Owensboro) is available. Another possibility would be Roca Bar North. 
 
Bowler Day at the Strip has been cancelled, and needs to be removed from the calendar. 
 
It was noted that the ‘points as of’ date is under the ‘points’ section on the website is not in sync with the date on the ‘autocross/rally/Berry’ points section.  The 
new plug-in for bringing up new stories and taking them down at specific times is working well.  Paul D noted that the email list is set up to send a reminder 10 
and 5 days before an event. 
 
The Midwest Musclecar Challenge is scheduled for May 2-3, 2015, but no venue is listed.  Help from SIR is once again desired.  If the event is going to be in Terre 
Haute, the Board expects that that no more than 3 or 4 volunteers will be willing to step forward.   Perhaps other car clubs (non-SCCA) closer to the venue would 
be able to provide more volunteers.  Paul D will keep the Board posted on developments. 
 
The June 8 Autocross went very smoothly.  Many thanks to Paul B and Paul D for the work on the timing cables and reflectors. 
 
Jim Cannon’s June 29 rally was well attended, including a car of visitors from Wisconsin.  One of the visitors is reportedly on the national Rally Board.  Bob was able 
to find out that our methods compare well with other regional and national rallies, and that we are considered to have a strong rally program not because of the 
attendance numbers at our rallies, but that we program 7 rallies per season.  Many clubs only stage 2 rallies per year. 
 
The popularity of the Thunder On the Streets video posted to YouTube (over 18,000 views) has provided the club an opportunity to receive advertising money.  Ben 
reported that maximally, we could have earned up to $100 so far.  Following discussion, it was decided not to capitalize on the YouTube offer, as other videos as 
popular as Thunder are not in good supply. 
 
Barry reported that he has been contacted by two people featured in Thunder.  Paul B reported that he has spoken with a contact at Channel 7, and a commercial 
quality copy is likely unavailable due to the routine policy of recycling video tape.  
 
Matt and Ben shared an idea for an event to happen during the winter: simulated racing. They are thinking of renting a location, setting up multiple computers with 
driving wheels, and racing a night away.   
 
A program for the July Membership meeting has not yet been secured.  Barry and Terry will present a history report.  Matt may ask the SIR members involved in 
Chump racing to report on their recent outings, as well as an upcoming race in St. Louis. 
 
As there was no further business, the meeting adjourned.

Ben Davis shared information about an opportunity for the club - a presence at the upcoming Outdoor Expo on July 19-20.  If you are able and 
interested in helping promote the club by  bringing out your car or manning an informational booth, please contact Ben by Monday, July 14.  **Note:
